THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE PROPERTY LOCATED AT 13436 E. KNIGHTS WAY
(E. FM 2410), BELTON, BELL COUNTY, TEXAS.

EXPLANATION:

Lina Chtay, P.E. is representing developers who are seeking input on their residential development
concept for undeveloped land within the City of Harker Heights. The proposed location is
approximately 34 acres of the 99-acre tract of land locally known as 13436 E. Knights Way (E.
FM 2410). Currently, the site is zoned R-1 (One Family Dwelling District), and the applicants are
seeking to rezone the property to R-2 (Two-Family Dwelling District).

The parcel does have some limitations that will need to be incorporated into any development. The
original approximately 99-acre tract contains approximately 30-acres of special flood hazard area
(SFHA). This SFHA divides the developable area of this parcel into an approximate 27-acre
northern, an approximate 34-acre southern section and an approximate 6-acre eastern section. The
developers wish to develop the 34-acres south of the SFHA and abutting E. Knights Way (E. FM
2410). There is a 100-foot Oncor easement bisecting the northwestern portion of the parcel.
Additionally, the southwestern portion of the proposed 34-acre development contains
approximately 2-acres of steep terrain. The developers have secured an easement for a secondary
point of ingress/egress along E. Knights Way (E. FM 2410).

The applicant is requesting an opportunity to workshop this development with the Council before
it goes before the Planning & Zoning Commission as a public hearing on December 2, 2020 for a
zoning recommendation.

§ 155.623 R-Z TWO-FAMILY DWELEING DISTRICT.

(A) Permitted uses.

(1) Any use permitted by right in the R-1 District, or {subject to the location requirements for such tracts) in the R1-l Districts,

(2) Two-family or duplex dwelling.

(3) Industriglized duplex dwelling, provided such dwelling complies with all regulations applicable to industrialized single-family housing.
(B) Conditional uses. Neighborhood association facilities.
(C) Height regulations. No building shall exceed two and one-half stories or 35 feet in height.

(D) Area regulations. Lots in the Wildewood Subdivision, and duplex lots platted prior to November 8, 2006, shall have six-feet-minimum side setbacks, except when
siding on a street such setback shall be a minimum of 15 feet. All other duplex lots shall have a minimum of ten-feet-wide side building setbacks, except when siding on a
street such setback shall be a minimum of 15 feet.

(E) Intenstty of use.

(1) Alot on which there is erected a single-family dwelling shall conform to the same intensity of use requirements as those in the R-1 (Single-Family Dwelling District)
as noted in § 155.020(E).

(2) The minimum lot area shall be 7,800 square feet for lots in the Wildewood Subdivision and duplex lots platted prior to November 8, 26086. All other duplex lots shall
contain a minimum lot area of 8,400 square feet, and an average width of not less than 70 feet.

(F) Parking regulations. As per §§ 155.061 through 155.068.

(G) Additional use, height, and area regulations. Additional use, height, and area regulations and exceptions are found in § 155.040,

(H) Signs. Same as in R-1 district.

() Storage. Open storage is prohibited, except for materials for the residents’ use such as firewood, gardening materials, and similar materials.

(J) Landscaping. All yards shall have vegetative groundcover of sufficient quality and quantity, or other city-approved groundcover, to cantrol dust, erosion and sediment
upon final inspections. In addition, a minimum of two six-foot-tall trees, measuring two inches or more in caliper (diameter) when measured 12 inches from the base of the
trunk, and eight three-gallon shrubs, are required in the front yard.

(K) Architectural design. R-2 buildings shall be designed to avoid repetitions of buildings or roof lines, and the same elevation may not be used within any five lot
groupings. Primary entrances shall face the public street. Windows shall be provided with trim or recessed, rather than flush with exterior wall treatment.

COMMISSION ON ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY.

EXPLANATION:

The Sanitary Sewer Overflow Initiative (“SSOI”) is a voluntary agreement between the City of Harker
Heights and the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (“TCEQ?”) to rehabilitate the wastewater
collection system, reducing sanitary sewer overflows, ensuring a reduction of risk to the public health and the
environment, and to comply with Commission requirements. In return, the TCEQ withholds further
enforcement actions related to sanitary sewer overflows.

The City of Harker Heights completed a 10-year SSOI program in December 2017. The City recognizes
increased flows in the sanitary sewer collection system during heavy rain events. The objective of the 10-year
program is to “tighten up” the sanitary sewer collection system to reduce storm water and ground water from
entering the system. The goal was to reduce storm water related sanitary sewer overflows and to reduce storm
water flow to our wastewater treatment plant. Based on the results of the 2006 system study, defective
manholes were the leading cause of storm water entry followed closely by private sanitary sewer service line
defects. Four of the six sanitary sewer basins rehabilitated in the past 10-year program resulted in significant
reduction of stormwater and groundwater intrusion into the collection system.

Including the rain events this past fiscal year, the average daily flow at the plant is at 61.3% capacity (1.84
MGD). When the plant reaches 75% capacity (2.25 MGD) for three consecutive months, engineering design
for plant expansion must begin. When the plant reaches 90% of capacity (2.70 MGD) for three consecutive
months, construction of plant expansion must begin.

The City of Harker Heights has over 135 linear miles of sanitary sewer pipes in the ground. Maintenance and
rehabilitation of the sanitary sewer collection system is an ongoing process. The SSOI program with the
TCEQ is an effective and proactive approach to maintaining the sanitary sewer collection system and
reducing influent flow to the wastewater treatment plant.

The proposed SSOI plan would include the following main elements:

e Utilize flow monitoring data from 2017 to determine rehabilitation projects.
10-year plan life.

e Budget an average of $250,000 annually for sanitary sewer system studies, engineering, and
rehabilitation construction.

e Provide a 10-Year capital improvement plan.

e Clean 15% of the sanitary sewer collection system annually with the Vactor Jetrodder. About 20.3

linear miles.

e Continue the commercial grease trap inspection program. Currently 136 commercial grease traps in
the City.

e Evaluate the number of unauthorized discharges caused by I-I and recommend follow up action, if
any.

e At the end of the 10" year, flow monitor 18 sanitary sewer basins and submit a final report to the
TCEQ.

Inflow & Infiltration (I1-1)

» Groundwater (infiltration) seeps into sewer

pipes through holes, cracks, joint failures, and

faulty connections.

» Stormwater (inflow) rapidly flows into sewers via
roof drain downspouts, foundation drains, storm
drain cross-connections, and through holes in

manhole covers.
